Command Section - Launching RIC
Scenario:
During the latter part of suppression activities at a house fire, E70 which was operating as Fire Attack and Primary Search on Floor 1, Transmits a MAYDAY.
On receipt of the MAYDAY, the IC clears the air for Emergency Traffic and receives the following information form the Officer on E70.
Problem: 	Partial Floor Collapse on Floor 1. One firefighter, FF Smith, has fallen into the basement.
		They are low on air and cannot access the FF from thier position. They cannot make 
		contact with him. FF Smith is not answering their attempts to call into the void.
Location: 	Collapse occurred in the B-Bravo, C-Charlie corner of the structure.
Air:		Team air was at 1300 when floor gave way.
Needs:		Recommend that RIC launch from Side A into basement, to locate and assess FF Smith.
You have already assigned a company as RIC, they are waiting for assignment.
