CONFINED SPACE SIZE UP 

NFPA 1670 7.3.3, 7.4 

Because true confined space emergencies are not common, the Rescue Technician must practice size up’s of simulated rescues. This objective may be done in a full scale drill or white board. Ensure that the situation includes existing as well as potential dangers to address.
