Due to lack of real rescues, by state law Technicians must perform annually, at least one permit space entry with rescue.

ANNUAL CONFINED SPACE ENTRY
Objectives:
A) Acting as member of Entry Team, each team member shall perform a rescue from a simulated permit space utilizing retrieval equipment and PPE in the team inventory. 

· Read pg. 6/21-6/24 CMC Confined Space Entry and Rescue.

· Demonstrate ability to manage physical and psychological challenges by participating in simulated rescue as an entry team member. You may wish to utilize 1st floor tower confidence course/concrete pipe CSR prop/or plastic pipe CSR prop as confined space.

B) Demonstrate application of victim air supply.

· Note: Remember that not all confined space rescues require the use of supplied air. In certain situations you may be able to utilize an SCBA. Read page 3, item 2 of Kent Fire Department Technical Rescue Guidelines, Confined Space Rescue section. In addition, if a space has an internal ladder, you may be able to defer the M/A system until time to raise victim. However you should still use a belay for fall protection and emergency retrieval. Consider performing a practice entry where all the bells and whistles are not required.
