NON-ENTRY RESCUE

NFPA 1670 7.2.4 (5)
When the federal regulations governing confined space entry were published, there was a definite leaning towards the ability to perform rescue from outside the space. Of course this may be difficult in some situations. You need to be able to operate lowering/raising systems that may be employed by the public. In the case of rescuers, we are required to utilize non-entry retrieval methods as well. Typically this is in the form of a belay line. You need to be able to quickly turn a belay line into a retrieval line.
