Objectives:  Given the current inventory of chemical PPE, and related compatibility references, the technician will: (Officers choice of two (2) chemicals.)
□
Research a given chemical’s compatibility with each type of suit carried on the rig.

□
Research a given chemical’s compatibility for each type of boot carried on the rig.

□
Research a given chemical’s compatibility for each type of glove used by the team carried on the rig.

□
Remove one of each suit type and manufacturer from the rig.  Lay out the suit and familiarize yourself with all components i.e. glove assembly, transfill attachments, exhalation valves, etc.

□
Review owner’s manual for each type of suit.

□
Pre drill stretch.

□
Each technician will don one Level A and one Level B suit.  Don all appropriate clothing and equipment prior to donning the suit itself.

□
While wearing one type of chemical protective clothing, perform manipulative skills like those anticipated during emergency response to chemical releases.

□
Practice using the communication equipment while wearing the suit.  Example; Read aloud on the radio, a chemical label or describe the details of car in the lot etc.  Have the listener take notes and see how well the receiver of the information has recorded it.

□
Review our compatibility search process and submit ways that could improve it.

Idea:
If each shift chose a different chemical for this exercise and created a compatibility file for that given chemical, the information could be used at the emergency scene.  Choose chemicals known to be used by industries operating here in Kent. Try to use those chemicals and containers that have been identified and photographed during our walk thorough.
