Preconnect Attack, With a Wet Supply

Method Objective: The engine company will lay a Wet Supply from a hydrant and attack the fire with a preconnected hand line utilizing booster tank, usually, then switching to a hydrant supply. This method is designed to allow for situations where the establishment of a continuous initial water supply has a higher priority than speed of agent application.
Tasks:

Officer:
1. Direct driver to stop at a specific hydrant.

2. Give the command, “Wet Supply”.
3. Continue the size-up after arrival at the fire scene. 

4. Give situation report (STOPANDC).

5.
EITHER:

a) Designate the attack line, agent to be used, and attack line and blower placement, OR: 

b) Take appropriate tool, a TIC, and perform a 360, delaying the attack line and blower placement requirements.

6.  Performs IMS functions including Risk Analysis and Action Plan  and/or fire attack. 

Driver:

1. Positions apparatus at hydrant (tailboard 10’ past hydrant).

2. Drives to fire scene.

3. Position apparatus as directed.

4. Makes the suction connection or clamps the suction line.

5. Stretches designated attack line to the attack point.

6. Coordinates water delivery with hydrant person.

7. Performs pump operator procedures.

8. Don SCBA for standby if needed.

9. Performs support duties (place blower, pull second line, provide other equipment, etc.) as needed. Attacks fire with transitional attack D to O as directed.
Third:

1. Performs hydrant procedures.

2. Coordinate water delivery with driver, via voice, vision, or radio.

3. Reports to company officer, removing kinks in supply hose.
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
