CONDUCT A SYSTEM SAFETY CHECK

Standard: NFPA 1006, 3-5.10

Conduct a system safety check, given a rope rescue system and rescue personnel, so that a physical/visual check of the system is made to ensure proper rigging, a load test is performed prior to life-loading the system, and verbal confirmation of these actions is announced and acknowledged before life-loading the rope rescue system.

Requisite skills: The ability to apply and use personal protective equipment, inspect rope rescue system components for damage, assess a rope rescue system for improper configuration, secure equipment components, inspect all rigging, and perform a system safety check.

(1) Safety check a minimum of three systems as set up by evaluator (built-in design and safety deficiencies).

(2) Inspect by sight, touch, voice.

(3) Report findings to evaluator.

(4) Resolve deficiencies to prepare for system use.

(5) Have systems safety checked by evaluator.
