LEAD CLIMBING
Standard: NFPA 1006
1) Lead climbing is the process in which a rescuer must climb in an upward, downward, or horizontal direction to access an injured or stranded civilian. During a lead climb, the rescuer is either self-belayed or belayed by a person qualified to do so. Scenarios that may require lead climbing includes cranes, power or communication towers, bridge girders, industrial settings, or even in trees not accessible by other means. 
· Lead Climb utilizing a ‘Tower Rig’  
· Lead Climb utilizing a ‘Bottom Belay’
Requisite skills: The ability to select effective knots, calculate expected loads, use safe rigging principles, evaluate incident operations as related to interference concerns and set-up, and perform system safety check.
