Procedure – Review  back of this form for position check list and time penalties and Department Hose Manual for general guidelines. Each certified driver must complete 2 evolutions per quarter.

Evolution – The engine company lays 200’ from the hydrant to a simulated fire building.  Building is located approximately 50’from the road.  The door is indicated by 2 cones.  The fire is indicated by a single cone located approximately 30’ inside the door. Start timing when the apparatus’ front bumper passes the hydrant.  Stop timing the when water has displaced the “fire cone”. The attack crew must be completely in the building in full bunker gear with SCBA donned and breathing air and hydrant water is flowing through the pump.
