
KENT RESCUE BOAT OPERATION - 2012

Bodies of water within the Kent Fire Department’s jurisdiction carry restrictions for motor boat operation.  Several do not allow the use of gas powered motors for the general public.  The Fire Department and the Police Department are given variance to these restrictions through the City Codes.  While we are exempt, it is important that we be aware of the rules and regulations governing these bodies of water.

Boat Operation 
Demonstrate by actual performance:
       Operation of all lighting and electrical systems

       Operation of GPS Unit

       Launching and loading of boat

High speed turns

Holding patterns (staying in one position in river currents and wind on a lake) 

River navigation (avoiding and recognizing obstacles)

Retrieval of incapacitated victim into boat

Setting up Boat for Dive / Search Operations

Operators must complete a minimum of 2 hours of Boat Operations per year. Minimum of one hour must be completed on the River. (Company Officer to sign Operator off in Fire Tracker)
